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Adorer of the Blood of Christ Sister Mary Stella Rosenhamer, 89, died Nov. 
3, at the ASC Wichita Center. She was an adorer for 70 years and was known 
for her many years of ministry to the marginalized. 
A Mass of Christian Burial was celebrated Nov. 8 in the Chapel of Our Lady 
of the New Covenant at the Wichita Center, with Father Tom Welk as pre-
sider and homilist. Burial in the community cemetery followed. 

She was born in Wichita Sept. 2, l921, at home, to August and Grace 
(Leamon) Rosenhamer, and was baptized Virginia Lucille at the Cathedral of 
the Immaculate Conception. 

She and two friends became the first graduates of St. Joseph Elementary 
School in Wichita to enter St. John’s Academy in Wichita, where she re-
ceived her high school diploma in 1939. She entered the Adorers of the Blood 
of Christ on Jan. 29, 1939, professed her first vows on Aug. 10, 1940, and permanent commitment 
on July 1, 1945.

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Father Robert R. Freed, a priest of the Diocese of Wichita, died Wednesday, 
Nov. 3, in Bally, Pa. He passed away one day before his 83rd birthday. 
Services for Father Freed were held on Friday, Nov. 5, in Most Blessed Sac-
rament Church, Bally, Pa. Bishop Michael O. Jackels was the principal cele-
brant. 
A Memorial Mass was to be celebrated at 11 a.m. Friday, Nov. 12, in St. 
Elizabeth Chapel at the Catholic Care Center, Wichita. 
Father Freed was born on Nov. 4, 1927, in Pennsburg, Pa. He was the 15th 
Episcopal priest in the United States to be ordained a Roman Catholic priest 
under the special provisions approved by Pope John Paul II in 1980. Father 
Freed was ordained for the Diocese of Wichita on April 16, 1984, in the 
Chapel of the Sorrowful Mother at St. Francis Regional Center, Wichita. 
He served in the following assignments: chaplain, St. Francis Regional Medi-
cal Center; substitute priest, St. Mark Church, Marion; assistant pastor, Our 
Lady of Guadalupe and St. Margaret Mary Churches; and as chaplain to Veterans Hospital and 
Wesley Medical Center, Wichita.
