Leadership Principle #3        
A Leader Uses Good Judgment . 

(There are 23 more leadership principles that I’ll share with you).  TMM 

Did You Know?   
 

Last month you will recall that a leader is not someone who stands by waiting for someone else to step forward to man-
age a task or handle a problem.  When Paul was being transported as a prisoner to Rome, due to the time of the year and 
weather conditions, he knew that crossing the Mediterranean Sea would put everyone in peril including the large cargo 
of grain, the ship and the passengers on board.  He took the initiative to speak out.  They all had that right and his efforts 
resulted in a less dangerous route to be plotted around Cyprus and long the coast of Asia Minor to Crete then to Malta.  
The harsh westerly winter winds and rough sea meant certain death had he not taken the initiative to identify the prob-
lem and provide a solution. 
 
However, the Roman soldiers and sailors discussed Paul’s advice and rejected it.  The centurions were more persuaded 
by the helmsman and the owner of the ship than by the insight spoken by Paul.  So the majority advised setting sail hop-
ing that by any means they would reach Phoenix, a harbor of Crete which opened to the southwest and northwest and 
might provide safe harbor for the winter. 
 
The ship’s captain in what appears to be an unusual move and one that seems have been an utterly desperate decision 
deviated from the plan drawn on Paul’s wisdom and assessment of the weather perils and fell party to the will of the 
majority.  Certainly, the consent must have been to try reaching a more advantageous harbor.  But, the decision created 
an error in judgment.  The carefully thought out and analytical input of a wise leader was abandoned for a majority deci-
sion.  The captain let the opinion of the poll make the decision for him.  The decision was founded in pragmatic rea-
sons…no one wanted to remain in the harbor of Fair Havens.  “They were motivated by expediency and selfish desire, 
not wisdom.” 
 
Here is the third vital principle of leadership:  A leader uses good judgment. 
 
I think the world, that is, people in general; see a leader as a risk taker – a gambler.  But, what we need to remember is 
that leaders are often called upon to take a certain amount of legitimate, calculated risk.  But, a good leader never makes 
a decision that is a pure gamble.  Wise leaders don’t wager with their people.  They don’t subject their people to unnec-
essary hazards.  Paul’s advice was good judgment.  When the crew and soldiers disregarded it they were gambling with 
everyone’s lives and spent several days not knowing their position or location due to the storms through the day and 
night.  They literally cast their fate to the winds and hoped everything would turn out okay.  That is not wise leadership. 
 
The fastest way to lose people’s trust is not in making an error as that can be forgiven. But the fastest way to lose credi-
bility as a leader is to make a foolish decision that leads people down a blind alley.  What I mean is that the young or 
inexperienced men or women in leadership roles get eager about their roles and make impetuous and ill-considered deci-
sions.  They lead without looking where they are going.  They don’t count the cost.  They aren’t cautious enough.  One 
might think that young leaders would make the mistake of being too timid, but it is more common for young men fail 
because they are impetuous.  They aren’t sensitive.  They don’t seek wise counsel.  Good leaders are analytical and logi-
cal in their planning.  They understand there is a calculated risk, but they carefully assess the risk and plan for contin-
gencies.  If disaster looms ahead and there’s no way out, they don’t press ahead. 
 
Finally, in the end, from a human standpoint, when it seems that everything could possibly go wrong and it begins hap-
pening and the whole journey or task is unraveling into a major disaster, have faith.  Behind the scenes, God is still 
clearly in control.  He will work through those men and women who are open and obedient to His will.  He will have 
chosen leaders in place, ready to take charge and in spite of the chaos of the situation. God will use it for His good.    
  
The author John MacArthur in his book “The Book on Leadership” writes about using good judgment.  He wrote spe-
cifically about the apostle Paul. He also wrote: “Here’s how you can easily recognize genuine leaders:   If you can show 
people you truly have their best interests at heart, they’ll follow you.”  *pg12-13/15-26.   TMM
