     Sunday, July 10, 2011 at St. Francis of Assisi, Bishop Jackels shared his Together Vision.  In the weeks 
prior to this the Officers, Directors, and Board of Trustees of Knights of Columbus Council 4118 drafted a 
resolution in support of the Bishop’s financial and visionary renewal and growth of the Wichita Diocese.  The 
Together Vision funding will go to the rebuilding of the Cathedral Campus and support of several endowment 
foundations that will help with the financial needs of seminarian, religious laity, and education in our Catholic 
schools. After Mass I had an opportunity to visit with Bishop Jackels and shared the Council’s support.  Addi-
tionally, I told him that I am exploring how the Council can support the visionary aspects of the Together Vi-
sion.  While the Knights of Columbus continues being ‘four-square’ in support of our priests and the Church, 
Council 4118 will seek to develop activities through which its members can rediscovery their faith and share 
that experience with others as part of the renewal and growth of our faith…which goes toward support of the 
visionary aspects of the Bishop’s Together Vision.

Leadership Principle #4        
A Leader Speaks with Authority . 

(There are 22 more leadership principles that I’ll share with you).  TMM 

Did You Know?   
 

     Last month we learned “A Leader Uses Good Judgment”. And, we know that Paul’s life was in peril as well as the 
passengers and sailors on the ship that was to transporting him as a prisoner to Rome. 

     Paul’s resisted putting the captain and crew down in when their lives, the ship and cargo was in peril.  This situation 
would be used as an opportunity to teach and though he was probably critical of their judgment he likely worked to mo-
tivate and encourage them as he knew that no lives would be lost as an angel had spoken to him of God’s plan for him to 
be brought before Caesar.  Paul knew with certainty about his fate but saw his trials as an opportunity to preach the gos-
pel in Rome.  He knew the authoritative promise of God’s word and that he would be given the opportunity to speak 
from a position of ‘authority’. 

     He had an assurance that he would be brought before Nero and he had self-confidence rooted in his knowledge of 
God’s word which gave him a position of authority from which he would speak. 

     The fourth characteristic of all wise leadership:  A leader speaks with authority.  This means that good leaders speak 
with authority not merely speaking with an authoritative attitude.  Being arrogant and loud is not the same as authority.  
Paul’s own demeanor would not have permitted him to act in a manner that would reflect feeling of superiority or self-
importance or conceit.  I can imagine just how he spoke in a very definitive manner and sounded certain and very asser-
tive.  A true leader is able to speak with such boldness because he knows the position from which he speaks.  So, he is 
able to speak with confidence and with authority because he knows what is true and correct and is able to see and under-
stand it.  Paul’s situation was rather unique as he stood on God’s own authority.  He had a direct revelation from God. 

     Professionals like police officers, for example, understand the importance of knowing the Municipal codes, ordi-
nances and State laws by which so much of their activities and conduct as the law enforcement officers is governed.  
They are expected to have that knowledge as the authority for its enforcement.  The officers then ‘speak’ with authority 
based upon that knowledge.  And in the same way the leaders of organization must have knowledge about or have cer-
tain personal skills and knowledge of the needs of a particular business or organization or the management of the per-
sonnel to be able to provide authoritative control and direction and speak from that position of knowledge    and leader-
ship and develop that relationship with the company, business or organization.  Lawyers, doctors, and persons with an 
expertise or specialized training also speak with authority given the fact that their education and training has been estab-
lished and that expertise achieved through knowledge and skill levels have been tested.  But leaders whether 
“professionals” or not, including parents, must learn to communicate clearly and effectively so that everyone is moti-
vated to do what is needed.  But, in the apostle Paul’s case, he had the word of God.  I believe that is what sets spiritual 
and biblical leadership apart from other leaders because they speak with an absolute confidence, as long as they derive 
their authority from the unshakable truth of God’s Word. 

The author John MacArthur in his book “The Book on Leadership” writes about using good judgment.  He wrote spe-
cifically about the apostle Paul. He also wrote: “Here’s how you can easily recognize genuine leaders:   If you can show 
people you truly have their best interests at heart, they’ll follow you.”  *pg12-13/15-26.   TMM
